Tucson –  Back by popular demand, soulful 71-year-old Big Pete Pearson returns for another night of testifying Chicago blues. Pearson breathes fire into his songs, stoked by the urgency of the Rhythm Room All Stars and Promethean harmonica of Bob Corritore. His Chicago-style blues amounts to testifying, pleading and begging with a burly, bellowing voice often compared to Muddy Waters and Junior Wells.        Born in Jamaica in 1936, Big Pete Pearson relocated to Texas with his parents while still a youth. As a teenager he began his musical career in Austin's East Side jukes and helping his younger cousin W.C. Clark get started in the music business. Along the way he performed with T Bone Walker, Big Joe Turner, Little Junior Parker, Bobby Blue Bland, John Lee Hooker, Muddy Waters, and many others.  After playing a few gigs in Phoenix in the late '50s, Pearson moved there a few years later, eventually becoming the patriarch of that city's blues scene.




                                         

Bob Corritore is Arizona’s Renaissance Man of the Blues: club owner of The Rhythm Room in Phoenix, since 1984 host of Those Low Down Blues on Phoenix NPR affiliate KJZZ, record producer and one of the most highly regarded blues harmonica players on the national scene today. Corritore grew up in Chicago and as a teenager heard all the greats: Little Walter, Howlin’ Wolf, James Cotton and Junior Wells.  He learned his lesson well and today has recorded on 25 blues albums and been nominated for W.C. Handy, Grammy, and Blues Music Awards.        

Together, Big Pete Pearson, Bob Corritore and the Rhythm Room Allstars regularly perform at national blues festivals and annual tours in Europe.
